Junior Representative Male Player of the Year — Lucas Evison

Senior Representative Male Player of the Year — Eli Matic

Eli was a high scorer for our Youth Men this year and has a scholarship to play in the USA. He is an
encouraging role model to younger players and demonstrated his commitment to the Tigers on the recent
Bunnings BBQ.

Senior Representative Female Player of the Year — Simone Hackett
